Pinetree Garden Seeds (www.superseeds.com) - Com-
plete details for growing and some unusual seeds not
found other places.

Bountiful Gardens (www.bountifulgardens.org) - All heir-
loom seeds suitable for seed saving. Detailed informa-

tion. Project of Ecology Action and they promote the
Grow Biointensive method.

Territorial Seed Company (www.territorialseed.com) -
Farmed in a similar climate (May 15 to Sept. 15) in Ore-
gon's Willamette Valley, with excellent instructions and
details for each product.
