Recertification and Other News

Master Gardener Recertification
To recertify, MG Associates need to agree 
to contribute 9 hours to the plant clinic 
and another 9 hours in other projects in 

2009. We are committed to working with CMGs to main-
tain their status. Recertification needs to be completed 
one year in three to avoid having to take the basic training 
course again. These hours must have been completed by 
September 30, 2009.

Exemption for 2009 only: all past Master Gardeners 
who have let their certification lapse for more than three 
years may recertify without taking the basic training 
class. CMGs are offered admission to the advanced MG 
training classes and a limited number of basic MG train-
ing classes.

The plant clinic is held on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 
May through September. An additional plant clinic has 
been added and will be held every Friday from 9 am to 
noon for those with scheduling conflicts. Please call Patti 
or come in to the Extension office to schedule your plant 
clinic time. 

To make the commitment to recertify as a Master Gar-
dener in Bonner County in 2009, fill out the Recertifica-
tion Agreement you will be receiving in the mail or call 
our office to receive a copy, 263-8511. You can also get a 
form on the web at 
http://extension.ag.uidaho.edu/bonner/.
Click on UI Bonner County Master Gardeners.

Associate Master Gardener status (Inactive)
If you do not wish to commit to the volunteer service, you 
may ‘stay in touch’ as an Associate Master Gardener. As-
sociate Master Gardeners may still attend Master Gar-
dener social events but may not dispense advice on behalf 
of the University of Idaho or attend basic or advanced 
Master Gardener classes. You may maintain Associate 
Master Gardener status without recertifying for up to 
three years. After that time, you will need to take the en-
tire basic training again. 

Other NewsÉ
On February 19, our new class of 16 MG trainees began 
their journey. So far, they have completed classes in Plant 
Identification, Botany, Entomology and Soils. On tap for 
this month are Plant Diagnostics, Weed Identification, 
Plant Diseases and other topics.

Please note that the topics on April 7 and 16 have been 
switched, and that Dan Barney will teach the Tree 
Fruits class.

Leave that snow alone!
